Casa degli Artisti presents Avrei Brio, a personal exhibition by Sergio Breviario, who 

proposes a series of works completed during his residency. This is an exhibition conceived 

as a dialogue with the exhibition space, developed in three zones. 


Visitors are welcomed by a wood, a sort of decompression area between outside and 

inside and a comfort zone for the spectator. From the wood there is access to the second 

zone, where the fantastic creatures of his drawings fluctuate. They are arranged diagonally, 

so as not to be seen two together but singly, by one spectator at a time. Lastly comes the 

third zone, where a large canvas spread on the floor invites visitors to lose their sense of 

verticality and float on the surface, assuming the only position from which the last drawing 

can be seen. 


Breviario’s drawings are like quicksands, in fact it is the frames that betray their depth. 

Apparently as hard as frozen lakes, they break up under the weight of our gaze and our 

eyes are flooded. 


Some days prior to the inauguration, before appearing in the Casa, some of Breviario’s 

drawings will tour the city squares, in practice forming a travelling exhibition, but also 

taking on an unexpected form of sharing and playful propaganda. 


A musical accompaniment with original pieces by Taketo Gohara and Yae Gohara will be 

played three times every hour for the whole duration of the exhibition. 


The wood is set up by Green Wise. The unusual environment of a wood located inside a 

building and the comfort and feeling of lightness that the contact with nature brings, will 

guide visitors at the beginning of their journey through the artist’s evocative, fluctuating 

world.
